Human beings are mobile today, and
this seems to have been true in the early
days of Henry County. Even with the very
difficult means of travel available teo
them, we find constant shifte in location
of early settlers entering the county.
Metivation was probably safety for self
and family in the Indian days, and later
that driving urge toc find and secure lands
upon which to lecate and resr a family.
Add to this political leadership and busi-
ness ambition, and we find numbers of
people literally moving North, South, East
and West during the 1820-1830 period,

The United States Census for Alabama
lists only five counties in the 1820
Census. The others apparently were lost.
Henry was one of thoee missing, butr two
different historians list 2011 whites and
645 slaves living in the area in 1820.
This was less than & year after the
county was formed. When we consider thac
this number of persons were conteined in
an area that extended from Montgomery,
Butler, and Conecuh on the North and
West, Floride on the South, and Georgia:
on the East, it means that the huge Wire-
gTE5S area was very very sparcely settled.

Earlf Leaders
We -do know some of the leaders of that

day who soon found other locations for
their talents. ¥For example, David Cald-

‘well was rhe firsc Judge of Probate,

James Hughes was Sheriff, and Uncle of

A. C. Gordan. Green and William Beauchamp
of Georgla were early merchants in Frank-
lin. Benjamin Harvey was a representa-
tive to the first State Capitel, and J. M.
Devereax was the first State Senator,
William C, Warson was an early Representa-
tive, and Abner Hill was Sheriff in 1828,
Early residents of Franklin included
Howell Chitty, Hartwell Tarver, Jarred
Patterson and Ira Cushman. All of the
above "moved on' befere 1830 to seek

their fortune elsewhere. Apparently

the same forces that brought them from

the Carclinas and Georgia into the wilds
of the Wiregrass carried them further West
or returned them to places, of greater
safety, and security. We find both of
these reasons, but we also find others
eimply stayed where they were and the
reduction of the counties size left them
in Pike, Dale or Covington counties when
the 1830 census was taken.
