This first national reunion is expected to attract several hundred Turnaces and
their descendants from throughont the United States., Tt will be the first time in
almost 300 years that the Turnaces have had an opportunity to cather, Since the
founcino members of the family came from Enaland to the colonies, the Turnages have
spread from North Carolina throuchout the South and the rest of the country.

As the family arew and spread from coast to coast, family members lost contact
with each other and memory of their common heritage was forgotten. Today, most family
merbers are unaware of their kinship to Turnaces in other states,

The Turnage National Reunion is the first project sponsored by the newly formed
Turnage Family Association. The orqanization was established as a means for helping
reunite Turnaces and to promote research on the family's history. In addition to an
innual national reunion, the association will sponsor a family newsletter-macazine,
help sponsor local reunions, agather and preserve family history and publish hroklets
frequently so all the family may share knowledae of their heritace,

The national reunion is being hald in Alabama's newest resort state parks. Lakepoint
“tate Park includes a lodne, aolf course, camp arounds, two beaches, two swimming pools,
lounce, boat marina and other recreation facilities located on a 40,000 acre lake, The
reunion headquarters will be in the park lodae.
